Kisimani House was originally built in the late 18th Century for the
Caliph of Zanzibar when Lamu was in its Golden Age. The house is
situated in Shela Village on the Southern tip of Lamu. A Swahili gem,
nestled amongst an archipelago of islands off the tropical Kenyan
coast. Beyond Shela there are 12 Kms of unspoiled sand dunes and
beautiful white coastline. Here the sea is clean and safe for
swimming, snorkelling, skiing, windsurfing, sailing and fishing.
There’s the Lamu archipelago to explore with its many exotic islands
and their beautiful beaches.

As you step through the beautiful carved wooden
doors set in the traditional Lamu baraza entrance and
down into the sunken courtyard, you travel back in
time, with shades of Arabian nights, ensuring an exotic
setting in total privacy. There are four en suite
bedrooms, miscellaneous single beds, a large open air
living/dining terrace and private verandas at each
level. The two top levels have spectacular views of the
ocean, archipelago and life in Shela.

There are

either ceiling or standing fans in each room and treated mosquito nets. These
cool spacious interiors provide a delicious contrast to the brilliant heat outside.
